Ice Cream
Yogurt Pump — 919-942-PUMP It’s tucked in behind | <3 NY Pizza and Brueggers, but
a lot of students think this is the best place to get less expensive ice cream. They don’t
offer a lot of flavors, but it costs the same to mix two flavors as to just have one, and you
can get a cone with plenty of ice cream for $1.50. It’s open til 11:30 every night.
Ben and Jerry’s — 919-967-9068 It’s right on Franklin Street next to Qdoba, and you
pretty much know what you’re going to get. Ben and Jerry’s is always coming up with
new flavors and you can expect pretty standard prices. 1’ve never actually been here so |
don’t know what else to say.
Cold Stone — 919-933-2323 If you haven’t been to a Cold Stone Creamery yet, give it a
shot cause it tries to do so many things differently. You can’t miss it on Franklin Street
unless you’re blind, and you’ll probably go back a lot if you can afford to pay it. It’s one
of the most expensive ice cream places, but it takes a lot of pride in making sure the
workers talk to you, sing to you if you tip, and let you try any combination of ice cream
and toppings. If you’re not sure what to get the first time, go with one of the specialties
that Cold Stone has invented and labeled.
Maple Farms in Carrboro — 919-967-6842 This is the down-home, grass roots ice
cream serving place on the list. It’s so country, if you go to their website you’ll see a
picture of four old people dressed in overalls. They recently opened a store in Carrboro
just across from Weaver Street Market and got lots of press in September when on one
day they gave away free ice cream in exchange for donations to Katrina relief. They have
monthly specials and are open til 10pm each night.

Late Night
Cosmic Cantina — 919-960-3955 Cosmic dominated late-night Mexican food until
Qdoba came along, but the place still booms because it’s cheaper and slightly more
authentic. One website says it “makes Chapel Hill go round in the wee hours of the
night.” When students think food late at night, Cosmic often comes up. The burritos are
awesome and the quesadillas are tasty. It’ll often have a line way out the door, so be
prepared for a wait. 1t’s on Franklin back from the street in a little brick area right next to
Johnny T-Shirt.
Time Out — (919)-929-2425 The sign above the register at Time Out reads “Open 24
hours a day, 365 days a year” and they’re not joking. If you’ve had a hell of a night and
even Hector’s or Cosmic is closed, you can always count on being able to find some
greasy food at Time Out. It’s a grimy place, but no one cares at that time of day, and the
mashed potatoes and biscuits are perfect to fill up on. Everything will be deep fried or
butter coated. It’s in University Square (the little mall in the same lot as Granville
Towers) and will always have its neon lights on.
Hector’s — (919)-942-9420 It can’t be a bad night if it ends at Hector’s. Your stomach
will never let you go anywhere else after you’ve been here. It’s a little hard to find, but go



in the door a few feet behind the Martini Bar on Franklin Street and take the stairs up to a
little piece of heaven. They’re known for serving cheeseburgers on pitas, which are a
delight, but they also serve some pretty tasty Greek food and even a Greek grilled cheese.
It’s a no-frills kind of place, but make sure you add some cheese fries (or chili fries) to
whatever you get, and you’ll go to sleep happy. Always packed but never disappointing.
Qdoba - (919)-929-8998 This is the new kid on the block to late-night food, but it seems
like students are making friends with it quickly. It’s in a prime location on the corner of
Franklin and Columbia streets (right across from Spanky’s and kitty-corner to Top of the
Hill), Qdoba serves your standard fast Mexican food, is clean, and someone you know
will definitely pass by the windows while you’re there. Go to http://www.qdoba.com/ if
you want a better idea of the place.

Pita Pit- (919)-933-4456 One of the healthier late night options, the Pita Pit has
Mediterranean food and pita sandwiches with fresh vegetables. It’s right on Franklin St.
next to Kerr Drug. It’s a good stop for something tasty and healthy, but if you want to
stuff yourself, it’s not likely to fill you up. They offer delivery until 3 a.m. and you can
order online at http://tarheelpita.com/index.htm

Miami Subs- (919)-929-6551 This place always looks tempting and if you don’t care
what combination of food you’re throwing down your mouth, you’ll be happy here. They
serve fries with their subs and also have ice cream available. I1t’s fairly cheap and fairly
greasy, so it starts you off feeling great but you might be a little queasy later. Right on
Franklin St. near Spanky’s.

North Carolina Vocabulary
Sweet tea - You come to the South, this is what you’re going to get. Sweet tea is like
iced tea, but with lots of sugar added before it is chilled and served. Most restaurants
around here will give you sweet tea if you simply ask for tea, so if you want the regular
stuff, make sure to specify you want it “unsweetened”.
Hush puppies — Another staple of Southern food, but this is a round ball of cornmeal that
is fried until golden brown and served as a side dish. They are usually made at home or
served in restaurants that advertise themselves as "home cookin™ as opposed to a fine
dining place.
Harris Teeter aka “the Teeter”- This is the name of the all-encompassing grocery store
that dominates the Chapel Hill area. It’s just like whatever big grocery chain you’re used
to at home with a new name slapped on it. There’s none within walking distance of
campus, but a ton that are a short drive away. If you’re looking for more than just snacks,
or you want to cook for yourself or plan food for a party, this is the place to start.
Croakies — Known as a stereotypically Greek accessory, Croakies are little bands than
connect to each arm of a pair of sunglasses so that the glasses can be worn around the
neck when not in use. Most pairs are black, and they’re cheap and simple, but be careful:
you might get called out as a frat boy or sorority girl if you wear them too much.
Eastern vs. Western BBQ — One thing that most Carolinians argue about is which half
of the state has better barbecue. We won’t pass judgment, but just know that all Carolina
barbecue involves pork in some way or another. The main difference between the two
styles is that western barbecue typically adds ketchup to their sauce. The other difference



is that eastern barbecue uses the both white and dark meat of the pig, where as western
uses just the darker meat which is more fatty, moister and richer

The spelling of Duke as Dook — Don’t know how or when it started, but evidently
people spell it this was just as a further insult to our rivals. Maybe some see it as a
suggestion that they don’t deserve to be spelled correctly, but use it as it works for you.
VIC card — Alright, you know how every grocery store has some kind of card or thing
for their frequent customers that you can use to get like 10 cents off every time you go?
The VIC card is Harris Teeter’s version of that. It’s like a triangular shaped thing that you
can put on your key chain and swipe every time you go to pay and you end up getting
some discount. If you know an in-stater, they have one. Usually the cashiers let them
swipe it for you.

Cackalacky — If someone gave me a million dollars to tell them where this term
originated...well, I don’t have a million dollars, so obviously I don’t know. | don’t really
know if there’s a consensus. But just know that Cackalacky is just slang for “Carolina”
and is sometimes shortened to Cackalack, so if someone tells you they’re from the North
Cackalack, just know that they’re an in-stater.

Chinese/Asian

e Penang (Malaysian) — 431 West Franklin Street (Walking distance, a few blocks
from the west end of campus towards Carrboro) phone: (919) 933-2288, website:
http://penangnc.com. The food is influenced by Malay, Chinese, and Indian and
prices go as low as $4 to a few things at about $20. The restaurant has a very nice
atmosphere, great appetizers, and an additional sushi bar.

There are over 70 dishes in the
buffet, and the price is $5 to $8 for adults to eat (depends on day/time). Ordering
from the menu is inexpensive as well (almost all items are under $10).
